HOW DO | BECOME A MEMBER OF DREW CHURCH?

We are really glad you asked. Membership is a way of communicating to the pastor and congregation of Drew Church that
you have found a spiritual family where you feel at home and with whom you would like to grow and serve God by serving
others. It is our hope and prayer that we can assist you in your growth and identifying your gifts and talents and how you can

team up with others here to serve the community and the world.

Membership: There are two ways to join Drew Church. One is by having a transfer letter sent from another church to which you
belonged. The other is by "profession of faith." In both cases, we ask you to stand before the congregation at a Saturday or Sunday
service to respond affirmatively to faith questions and to affirm your desire to offer "prayers, presence, gifts and service" to God
through Drew Church. The questions are found in the hymnal and the responses are "I do™ and "I will." The pastor will go over these
with you prior to joining. It is a beautiful moment before God and your new church family, and we seek to make it a special day for
you!

Fellowship Friends: When you start to explore membership at Drew, we will introduce you to a fellowship friend. This person
will help you get to know our church and its programs as well as finding ways we can get to know you and welcome you into
our congregation. Your fellowship friend will stand up with you when you join and introduce you to the congregation.

Affiliate Membership: When persons are members of the United Methodist Church in another area but are now living here for
an extended time, they may wish to onaIIy retain their orlglnal church membership while also expressing a commitment to
Drew Church. They may choose to become "affiliate members" of this church and will also join at a worship service. The only
difference between members and affiliate members is that affiliate members will not
have voting privileges on the Administrative Council, the governing body of the church, nor at the Annual Charge Conference.
Otherwise they are full members. Thus they ate still counted as members of their original church yet it is a nice step to say that
while they are in our area Drew is their church home.

Associate Membership: When persons are not willing to leave the Christian denomination in which they were raised but wish
to join Drew Church, the option exists of becoming "associate members.” As with affiliate members, associate members do
not have voting privileges on the Administrative Council, the governing body of the church, nor at the Annual Charge
Conference. Otherwise they are full members. ~ Please note: We also have members who have joined Drew Church as full
members through "profession of faith," leaving their original denomination. It is their individual choice as to the relationship

they wish to have with their former denomination.

What if I don't wish to join? We also have faithful friends who attend Drew regularly, participating in various church programs,
who have not yet chosen membership. They are always most welcome and considered an integral part of our church family.
However, it is good for our congregation to welcome you in church services and know of your commitment to working together
with your church friends for the glory of God. Joining is a visible expression of that commitment. We do, therefore, encourage
you to explore membership.

The 12 Days of Christmas

(from “Our Town”)

There is one Christmas Carol that has always baffled me. What in the world do leaping lords, French hens,
swimming swans, and especially the partridge who won’t come out of the pear tree have to do with Christmas?
This week, I found out... From 1558 until 1829, Roman Catholics in England were not permitted to practice their
faith openly. Someone during that era wrote this carol as a catechism song for young Catholics. It has two levels
of meaning: the surface meaning plus a hidden meaning known only to members of their church. Each element in
the carol has a code word for a religious reality which the children could remember.

1. The partridge in a pear tree was Jesus Christ
2. Two turtle doves were the Old and New Testaments
3. Three French hens stood for faith, hope and love
4. The four calling birds were the four Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke & John
5. The five golden rings recalled the Torah or Law, the first five books of the Old Testament
6. The six geese a-laying stood for the six days of creation
7. The seven swans a-swimming represented the sevenfold gifts of the Holy Spirit: Prophesy, Serving,

Teaching, Exhortation, Contribution, Leadership & Mercy
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8. The eight maids a-milking were the eight beatitudes
9. Nine ladies dancing were the nine fruits of the Holy Spirit: Love, Joy, Peace, Patience, Kindness, Gentleness
& Self-Control
10. The ten lords a-leaping were the ten commandments
11. The eleven pipers piping stood for the eleven faithful disciples
12. The twelve drummers drumming symbolized the twelve points of belief in the Apostles’ Creed.
